Summer Session 1 [Year 1]

KINS 5200: Foundations of Athletic Training Clinical 2 As part of this course, students will receive their American Heart
Education Association Basic Life Support and First Aid certification. The program
covers the cost of this certification for students!

Students also participate in collecting baseline concussion testing with
our UConn Sports Medicine Staff and Faculty

KINS 5000: Clinical Anatomy for AT 4 This course includes a gross anatomy lab component in our state-of-

the-art Cadaver Lab located in the Human Anatomy Learning Lab
(HALL) in our physical therapy building.

KINS 5102: Therapeutic Interventions in AT | 4
KINS 5101: Musculoskeletal Exam and Acute Tx I 4 Students participate in functional movement screenings with course
faculty in our UConn Athletics programs
KINS 5106 Emergency Procedures in AT 4 This course includes simulation experiences throughout the semester

and an afternoon spent with our nursing students in the simulation lab
participating in “Mock Codes”. During these simulations, students
practice responding to various emergency situations, helping them

develop the confidence needed to handle real emergencies effectively.

KINS 5201 AT Clinical Experience | 2 Students start their clinical experiences at local private, public, or
preparatory schools in the area for 10 to 15 hours each week.

KINS 5202: AT Clinical Experience Il 3 Students participate in a 7-week clinical rotation at a small college,

followed by 7 weeks with one of our UConn Division | sports teams.

Students also spend time with the Strength and Conditioning Team as
well as observe surgeries when the opportunity arises.

KINS 5107: Orthopedic Assessment and Treatment of the 4
Spine and Head

KINS 5103: Therapeutic Interventions in AT Il 3 This course provides students with the opportunity to participate in
clinical hours alongside our Doctor of Physical Therapy students and
Exercise Science students. Activities will take place at our Institute for
Sports Medicine and at our Physical Therapy building, with an exercise
group focused on fall prevention and mobility improvements.

KINS 5109: General Medical Aspects and Pharmacology 4 Students participate in clinical hours, where they gain exposure to
for AT general medical practices alongside healthcare professionals, including
nurse practitioners, physicians, and physician assistants. Simulated
experience to expose students to a variety of general medical concerns
is a major part of this course and gives students the experience to
recognize and treat them accordingly.

KINS 5111: Practical Applications of Injury and
Assessment

This course aims to assist students in reviewing the content and
applying the knowledge they have acquired throughout the
program. Students will engage in critical thinking while working
through various BOC practice exams and reviews. Additionally,
students will return to campus for 2 to 3 weeks after Thanksgiving
to complete their cumulative practical and written exams.

KINS 5204: AT Clinical Immersion |

This is the student's first clinically immersive experience. They have
the option to attend clinical rotations across the country. In the
spring of their first year, students will meet with our clinical
coordinators to discuss the best options for their initial immersion.
This rotation is 12 weeks.

AT 5115: Therapeutic Interventions in AT Il

This culminating course in therapeutic interventions includes a
hands-on practical portion that students will engage in after
Thanksgiving Break while on campus for cumulative exams.
